Box Program  with the  help of Busy Needle members for stillborn 

babies or infants that died shortly after birth at Methodist Mansfield 

Medical Center.  The box purpose was to  help these parents have a 

peaceful closure.  These memory boxes contain a lock of the babies 

hair, their birth certificate, foot and hand prints, and the clothing made 

by BN members that they were dressed in for the parents to hold them. 

The nurses take a picture of the babies in this clothing and place the 

picture  and the clothing in the box.  Some members cut out patterns, 

other do actual sewing, some crochet or knit the caps and booties, 

and others add trim, buttons and Busy Needle tags. 

These keepsakes are sometimes all these parents have of their little 

ones that didnõt make it.  What a blessing these ladies provide to them!
